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The nature of the problem was that CFACS Academy was being challenged to 

provide a Book of Hebrews training for their students. The purpose of the study was to 

design and develop a Book of Hebrews training module for CFACS Academy.  The 

training was to provide information for instructing students on the Book of Hebrews.


Two research questions were examined in this study. First, “What would be the 

appropriate and valid contents for a Book of Hebrews training module for CFACS 

Academy?” Second, “What would be an appropriate and valid format for a Book of 

Hebrews training module for CFACS Academy?”

Through a set of procedures, a Book of Hebrews training module was developed 

for CFACS Academy. Subject experts in the field and their information was considered.

Training objectives were established by a committee representing CFACS Academy and 

South Florida area professionals.  At the conclusion of the process, CFACS Academy had 

determined to offer the resultant training module to students from their population. The 

recommendation was to offer this training in their curriculum on an on-going basis.

     The Book of  Hebrews and the question surrounding its authorship have created confusion and consequently, this confusion detracts from the writings spiritual intent. The epistle should be considered as to its relationship to salvation and the confirmation of conversion. Although the penmanship is debated and this writer believes that it was written by Apostle Paul, this paper did not attempt to prove or disprove who wrote Hebrews, although some references were made to the Apostles Paul’s writing styles. More importantly, this paper reviewed specific chapters and verses and their relationship to the other books in the Bible as seen through the spiritual eye. American Psychological Association (5th ed., 2001) (APA) is used in order to provide a workable template for Logos Christian College. 
     From the spiritual perspective, all Books in the Bible should be read not by the words 

written but the relationship of the words as discerned by ones own spirit after the writer

 prays, fasts, and supplicates. “Every Divinely inspired and useful writing was intended 

for teaching, attestation, and education in righteousness, so that the man of God might be 

noble, and well trained for every good work. (Fenton, 1966).
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Chapter 1

INTRODUCTION

      Christ Found All Creation Saved Academy (CFACS Academy) is under CFACS, Inc.

which is a non-profit 501c3 Place of Worship. They admit students regardless of race, 

creed, color or religious preference, from the age of 18 and up. There is a 52 week school 

which can be taken online, or at the school location. Among the admission criteria are the 

student’s desire and willingness to follow what is said in John 21:15-17. There are no 

physical requirements or educational limitations. 

      The teachers hired to work with these students must be a graduate of CFACS 

Academy, either through the online course or at the schools designated location. It is 

preferred that all teachers have a background in computers and online teaching. 

Nature of the Problem

     The nature of the problem was that the students seeking to be ordained as ministers 

were unable to fulfill the mandate by CFACS Academy that they have a comprehensive 

understanding of The Book of Hebrews. CFACS Academy has both on-site (limited to 12 

students once a week for 2 hours for 52 weeks) or and unlimited amount of student 

online. The requirement of this training prompted the request for development of the six-

hour Book of Hebrews training module. 

Purpose of the Study

     The purpose of this development study was to design and develop a “Book of 

Hebrews” training module for CFACS Academy. This training module provides 

information on the Book of Hebrews. Within the training module 

hours are designated to include reading the book of Hebrews from three different 

versions, these were,: The Holy Bible in Modern English;  Fenton (1966) first published 

1901(Appendix A), Holy Bible; King James Version (KJV) (1994) (Appendix B), and 

The Epistle to the Hebrews (KJV); Andrew Murray date unknown (Appendix C). Each of 

these versions are attached as appendixes (A), (B), and (C) in respectively. Each version 

of The Book of Hebrews (KJV), because of the year of publication, vastly differ in their 

word usage and interpretation.   The Fenton version was used to compare and contrast the 

other two versions which were so noted in Appendix A.

     Participants in the training module must follow the different Bible versions as closely as possible to include spelling errors or sentence structure, although some comments were made in this module concerning the different versions. The discernment was reserved until Appendix F, when this writer compared each of the different versions with selections of certain scriptures from each of the thirteen chapters. 

     CFACS  Academy has a 52 week school posted on the web, necessitating that the module included several appendixes. This was due to the requirement to read two other writings and provide a report. These books were included as Appendixes D and E. In addition, the Syllabus G, Lesson Plan H and Rubrics I for this block of instruction were included. The reason for this was so that this paper could be posted on the web site www.cfacs.com and be used as a formal block of instructions for other teachers. In addition, although the examination was noted in Appendix J, the real test is the student’s discernment, which, cannot be graded by any other means than on paper and selection of scriptures as was done by the writer of this paper. 

     Upon student completion of the reading three different verses and/or selecting other versions of the book of Hebrews from other writers, they should write a paper as was done in this report in Appendix F. As students not only in theology, but also education ministers, they should direct all of their works toward a product which could be used in a multi-media environment.  Subsequently, a PowerPoint presentation was also included on CD. This tool can be e-mailed to the students, teachers of other staff members as Appendix K.

     The writer used APA format for the required course and it was recommended that all students adapt to this format. Since this template was written by this writer, who is also enrolled in Nova University and currently studying for a Doctorial Degree in Educational Leadership, many of the papers and formats were followed in hope that other educators see the validity of this form of presentation for future students. As the writer has a Master’s Degree in Education with a concentration in Instructional Technology, from American InterContinental University, and had submitted this project for review to other professors to ensure that the format was correct, it is hoped that any comments concerning the format and its adherences to APA be reviewed and corrected for future guidance for this Academy and other schools.

     Educating ordained ministers about The Book of Hebrews empowers them to have confidence in the subject matter before they endanger their professional calling and positions when ordained.

Significance to the Institution 

     A training module designed to educate ordained ministers on the Book of Hebrews reduced the risk of confusing the members in an Assembly. Further, this study will certainly strengthen the curriculum of CFACS Academy, thereby enhancing graduates’ performance.

Relationship to the Course

     It was the intent to not only write a Spirit filled, Holy Ghost and Godly paper, but also one from which other students could learn APA formatting. To write about a subject as abstract and one about which there are many different opinions in itself should be a challenge. This challenge is  not only to the reader of this paper, but also to other students who are required to write their own review of the book of Hebrews or other books of the Bible.

     The writing of a paper of this magnitude could not have been done unless the writer had a full understanding of the Bible, both the Old Testament (O/T) and the New Testament (N/T). Upon request, the writer would provide the readers a complete course on CD’s of the Bible.

     It is recommended that papers or projects required of students at Christian Schools use the APA format as this is the required format for the majority of Colleges and Universities in the secular world. If the Christian Schools are to compete and be similarly accredited, they must use the same required formatting procedures. Instruction design should be the main focus of a student and the grading authority. The wheel (template) provided here is only a tool that brought the project together so that all readers could understand what they are to expect in future courses.

Research Questions

     There were two research questions for this study. First, “What would be appropriate content for a Book of Hebrews training module for CFACS Academy?” Second, “What would be the appropriate and valid format for a Book of Hebrews training module for CFACS Academy?”

Conclusion

     The APA format provides educators and students a rich learning teaching tool and it has become more time convenient. Research can be done much easier using APA than visiting other formats.  

     It is not important that Apostle Paul wrote or did not write the Book of Hebrews; what is important is that readers take with them a better understanding of the view of where we are selected to teach in the ministry. Apostle Paul wrote in 1 Corinthians 9:16-18 “For if I am preaching the gospel, it is no credit to me: rather a necessity is laid upon me; because it is a punishment for me if I am not preaching the gospel. 17 Yet if I do this willingly, I have a reward; if unwillingly, I have been entrusted with an office.”

Definition of Terms

For purposes of this study, the following terms are defined.

Abolish: Abolish is to remove or get rid of, as in destroyed.

Adoption: We are the heirs of the promise we now have a greater right and we cannot be    

     disinherited because we are adopted by the Blood of Jesus.

Adversary: An adversary is not the devil but an opponent who comes against the Ever-

     Living’s Teachings.

Apostasy: Apostasy is the abandonment of one’s religious faith, political party of faith.

Assemble: The assemble is where members meet to learn and share ideals.

Chastening: Chastening is to be refine or purify.
Chastises: Chastises Is to correct, for how could a Father (father) love you if He did not 

     instruct or teach you the proper ways.

Church: The Church is the individual vessel which the Ever-Ling created.

Consuming Fire: Consuming Fire is the Ever-Livings LOVE for us!

Devil: False accuser, Devil and Satan is our own flesh and should not be viewed as 

     another evil creation.

Divine Love of God: The Divine Love of God sees only our love and greatness, for He is 

     in us and we in Him.
Ever-Living: The Ever-Living is God the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Faith: We should understand we now have Christ-like faith. Christ like-faith is perfect 

     faith. Perfect faith knows that it is done, not the hope for thing to be or come about.

Flesh: Flesh is all material matter that we are made of.

Fullness: Fullness of time and completion of time is the place when we are no longer are 

     in this body as flesh but have been transformed into immortality.

Godhead: The Godhead is the name given to The Father-Son-Holy Ghost as one God.

Haply: Haply is what happens by chance or perhaps to happen.

Indwelling Spirit: The Holy Ghost lives within us and this is called the Indwelling Spirit.

Might: Might use in the Bible does not mean that we might be able but we are able, we 

     could do it as He says, can do it because he is God.

Patience: Endurance and perseverance are attributes of patience.
Redemption: Redemption is because a ransom has been paid and we return to our 

     original state.

Religion: The meaning of the word religion is to Worship The Godhead not different 

     denominations.

Rest: Abode or colonize is where the Ever-Living dwells this is referred to as where He 

     rest.

Rudiments: Rudiments is the fundamental beliefs which we should all remember.

Soul: Soul is our thinking and emotions.

Spirit: There are two kinds Spirit/spirit, Gods Spirit which is always capitalized and our 

     spirit.

Chapter 2

REVIEW OF LITERATURE

Introduction

     Training and format curriculum issues are the topic of Kemp, Morrison, & Ross 

(1994) who address many design issues in Designing Effective Instruction, while 

stressing the concept of the “complete instructional plan “ (p.8.). They believe that these 

“four fundamental elements, learners, objectives, methods, and evaluation” form the 

necessary framework for planning training sessions and other educational sessions. The 

learners are supplied for the CFACS Academy training. They may appear as motivated or 

just compliant. But even being compliant to the requirement for the training will have 

a positive influence in the learning environment as compliant participants add to the 

dynamic.

     The review of the literature also identified fundamental components about the role of 

writers in today’s society and their discernment. These components played an important 

role in the design created to enhance the goals of the paper. Prior knowledge of The 

Bible, use of the Websites, and computer knowledge were used to achieve the goals and 

anticipated outcomes of this paper, and applied to so as to assist the author in the 

development and creation of this paper.

     A review of the literature relevant to The Book Hebrews was conducted. This was done in order to establish a conceptual base for the research study, to explore the theoretical and conceptual thinking of experts in the field, to identify previous research findings, and to provide a basis for the discussion in Chapter 5. Primary resources were the Internet, journal articles, Education Resource Information Center documents, and books. This review of the pertinent literature is organized into the following subtopics: (a) The Bible, “Book of Hebrews”; (b) other writer’s reviews; (c) this writers view through the spiritual eye; (d) Apostle Paul, an Overview.                                      

Chapter 3

METHODOLOGY AND PROCEDURES 

      This chapter details the methodology and procedures that were followed to answer the research questions. The chapter concludes with an identification of the assumptions and limitations of the project.

Procedures

     This study used the ex post facto methodology to save time, money and human 

resources. The following section details the procedures utilized to collect, analyze, and 

present information. The last procedures were to reach conclusions and then to make 

specific recommendations for action and further research.

    First, the review of the literature related to the Book of Hebrews was conducted to provide conceptual base for the project, to explore the theoretical and conceptual thinking of others in the field, to identify previous research findings and to provide a basis for discussion in Chapter Five. Primary sources of information were the Internet, library, articles, books, Bible and prayer.  

Assumptions

    For the project report four assumptions were made. First it was assumed that the 

research material was reliable and authentic. Secondly, it was also assumed that through 

discernment a spiritual view point could be provided. Thirdly, it was assumed that the 

information could be researched and compiled in the short period of time allotted for the 

completion of this project. Lastly, it was assumed that by presenting the information 

readers would want to read the attached appendixes and that they would research more 

information on their own after the completion of the paper. 

Limitations

    The results of the research were limited in that it provided information specific to the 

research questions. Another limitation was the twelve month period allocated to complete 

this research. There was not enough time to follow up with agencies, field experts or send 

out surveys. The researcher had limited knowledge, concerning the topic, and 

consequently relied greatly on information gleaned from outside sources. Another 

limitation related to this was the time allocated for presenting the research.

     Concerns in studying the Book of Hebrews were that individuals would get frustrated, since the  information was over 2000 years old and there were many different interpretations and yet few books written on the subject which has become very complex. Additionally, additional few writers or readers discerned the word or prayed prior to reading such text. This writer spent over twelve months reading related material and yet still realized that more research would be needed if the paper were to be based on factual information.

Chapter 4 

RESULTS

     The results of the development of a Book of Hebrews training module for Logos 

Christian College and Graduate Schools were that because of this format and module this 

study can be viewed by a multitude of individuals. This study was posted on Cfacs 

Academy’s web site, www.cfacs.com and has been submitted in three formats. The first 

by e-mail, secondly by printed format for review and comments and lastly, the module 

was made available on CD along with the Power-Point presentation and a CD of the 

comparing and contrasting the Book of Hebrews by Apostle Tolbert.

Chapter 5

DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, IMPLICATIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Discussion
     Readers, Ministers, Pastors and Lay people must be aware of the difficulty of 

interpretation of the Word without spiritual discernment. When a reader reviews, 

transcribes, or makes comments on the Bible or other writings of other writers, care must 

be taken to ensure that the reviewer understands the intent of the author. 

     It is with this care and love that this writer read and produced a transcript on the 

subject, The Book of Hebrews. The nature of the book itself and who wrote the book of 

Hebrews had been questioned by all writers who have written a paper or review of the 

book of Hebrews. 

Conclusion
      Rather than debate who the writer was, quoting Fenton The Holy Bible 

(1966). Note.- page 1243 “The Epistles to the Romans, Corinthians, and Hebrews, form 

what the Greeks called a ‘Triology,’ and in them St. Paul showed to the world the 

Christian Faith, in its Intellectual, Social, and spiritual aspects, so as to enable every class 

of mind to comprehend its Eternal and Universal nature. Persistent efforts have been 

made for centuries to upset the Pauline authorship of this Epistle to the Hebrews, but no 

man who has studied the mental peculiarities of St. Paul, and what could be called his 

idiom of thought, can doubt that he wrote it, for no other man could have done it. 

Undoubtedly he originally wrote it in Hebrew, and had it translated by a Secretary into 

Greek for his edition of “Select Epistles,” to which it forms a splendid crown. Origen, the 

most ancient Biblical Critic, corroborates that the Hebrew composition was the first 

issued.- F.F.”

      According to Fenton, 1966, he dates this writing to the Hebrews, by Paul while he 

was in Italy, around 68 A.D. This researcher estimated that Paul was around 65 years old 

at the time of the writing of this letter. The Apostle Paul was born around the year of 3 

A.D. in the Jewish community of Tarsus.  Tarsus was the chief city and capital of the 

province of Cilicia. When he was born, his strict Pharisee parents dedicated him to the 

service of God and did all they could to bring him up as a good Jew.  At eight days old, 

his parents named him Saul, after Israel's first king who was from the tribe of Benjamin.   

His parents also gave him the Latin name of Paul because they lived in a Roman society.

His mother educated Paul until the age of five.  From age five to ten he studied under his 

father, a Jewish Pharisee.  His father taught him the scriptures and traditional writing.  

Because he was raised in a Greek and Roman environment, Paul received thorough 

education in the Greek language, history, and culture. 


          Paul was sent to Jerusalem at about ten years old to attend the rabbinical school of 

Gamaliel.  Gamaliel was the most famous rabbi who is mentioned in the New Testament 

(Acts 5:34). 
    

       The religious school of Gamaliel was mainly oral and had a bias against any book 

but the scriptures.  During a regular school session, learned men met with the students 

and discussed the scriptures.  These men gave various interpretations, illustrations, and 

quoted precedents.  The students were encouraged to question, doubt, and even 

contradict. 
          

  Gamaliel soon discovered Saul was an enthusiastic student and expected great things 

from him.  He felt that he would be a great leader.  Saul was dedicated in all his learning 

that he captured the heart of his teacher.  He was a devoted student that had a real love for 

learning the scriptures and worship. 
           

     When Saul was in his mid-twenties he went home to Tarsus. Saul left Jerusalem with 

the knowledge and experiences he learned from Gamaliel's school.  For nine or ten years 

he took up tent making with his father in Tarsus.  He loved Israel greatly and gained the 

respect of all his friends, who believed he would one day become a leader.
